The Society for the Protection of Unborn Children, in con-
junction with the Knights of St Columba, has launched a 
new prayer effort called, ‘Let Life Flourish: A Spiritual Bou-
quet.’ We are calling all people, Catholics especially, to 
pray for the protection of human life from conception to 

natural death. We are in a situation currently, where the 
legal framework for abortion may be voted down in parlia-
ment so that babies can be aborted with impunity up to birth 
and there will be no penalty for disposing of the body of a 
full-term baby.
